We will hear 
his lovely “Mass in D major,” with the York Symphony 
Chorus directed by Dr. Baker and an all-star vocal 
quartet of soloists (soprano Laura Heydt-Adams, alto 
Gwendolyn Bowers, tenor Chrstopher Waite, and 
bass Michael Anderson), and his melodic “Symphony 
No.6, Op. 60.”
